The state used this meeting for fact finding and it appeared they were not going to commit to any thing. This was not a formal meeting. CCPOA’s offer was taken to the governor and was “dead on arrival” and the Governor’s office has declined to entertain any further discussion with CCPOA.
Will have to find out if CCPOA is letting the press know that we are trying to negotiate  in good faith and that the governor is not willing to meet with us in good faith. So we do not look like a bunch of greedy prison guards, and try to get public support on our side. As well as the lawmakers to show them that the governors offers are all take and no give.

Grooming standers;
As the LBFO states no class “A” inspections. This comes on the heals of us filing a grievance on making us wear class A uniforms at out side hospitals. We are looking too meet with management on this issue.
Loaner badges; 
Staff need to write a memo to the operation captain letting him know that they are not being given loaner badges and are having to report to work with out a badge and ask for a response. Then give a copy with the response to F. Stevens.

LOI- ECRs;
An out line to get LOI-ECRs removed from staff files was provided by Stevens. He also expressed the need to get these removed from your files ASAP.

K-9;
We currently have 2 dogs and we may have more approved in the future. Stevens said that the Warden told him he would post the job opportunities as they became available.

Southern Trans;
