1) Sick substantiations not supported by policy. Warden may require in future he will give us a call. If any one hears of this happening we need to file a grievance….
2) Armed Ranch Gate Officers. The reason the front gate is armed is because of the sub armory. 
3) Inmate populations. Numbers are dropping. CIM is continuing to pick up new commitments from LA County. They we start at RCC and process through to the MSF. CIM has submitted a request to up the level at MSF to a secure level 1 and or level 2.   
4) Ad-Seg over flow in Birch Hall. Warden will address the issue of I/M’s with a history of gassing to be screened out and kept in solid cell fronts. Needed to move physic I/M’s out because of issues with Colman. Colman will be at CIM on the 22 of Feb.  
5) West yard, inmate classification and impact to staffing. On going--- looks like it could be level 1 lifers & Joshua Hall will be an ADA dorm. A letter was written to the Warden about the emergency exit for the officer’s office. I’m waiting for a response. I also here that PIA is looking at some sort of hatch door or something to that affect. We will keep up on this issue.
6) Broken gates on MSF. Will be addressed with lock smith. Issue has been addressed. 
7) Equipment for RCRMC Ward Officer. They will check if it can be issued to the ward officer. Jerry will check about the rover & the cell phone for the rover on 3rd watch will be addressed. 
8) Security at HGS vehicle sally port. CIM takes over security at Stark on the 25th of February. 
9) Staff use of gym and weight equipment at HGS. Equipment was moved and is not available.
10) HGS update; anything that you can tell us about the current CIM mission and the activation of the new facility. As of this day the 12 hour shifts are dead.
